We are delighted to be able to provide you with a comprehensive guide to the extra-curricular programme running at the School next term.  This booklet will provide you with an overview of all clubs and activities; those run  by  members  of  the  teaching  staff  as  well as  those  run  by external professional coaches.  The information enclosed is for clubs that are open to all boys.  
You will see from the programme below that we have opened more sessions up to more age groups.  Hopefully this allows parents more flexibility in terms on when certain activities are available.
 

In addition to those ‘Activities’ that were run in the Autumn Term, we are delighted to offer the following:

Arts Awards:  During Arts Award club the boys will work towards their Bronze Arts Award.  They will be supported to create a portfolio of work which demonstrates their abilities, skills and experience in the Arts.   They will plan how they will gather the evidence required which includes learning a new arts skill, being an audience member of an Arts event, researching their Arts hero or heroine and sharing an Arts skill with others.   Please note that most of the evidence will be gathered by the boys independently in their own time.  By successfully completing the portfolio, boys will qualify to be awarded a Level 1 Bronze Arts Award.  Gaining this award is a fantastic opportunity and will demonstrate your child's motivation and dedication in the arts. 

Friday Football:  It gives us great pleasure to announce that Target Sports Coaching will be running both Friday Football sessions, from January 2012.  Many of you will know Michael Branch and his team from outside of Rokeby.  We are confident that all the boys will benefit from the FUNdamentals approach to coaching. 
House Table Tennis:  This year we will be running the Inter House Table Tennis Competitions (Years 5-8) before School on a Monday.  In the Spring Term we will be running the Year 6 and Year 8 Competitions.  
Mother Nature Science Club:  The 10 week programme will include:  Cabbage Indicator - It's kitchen chemistry as we learn about acids and bases and how to tell the difference… plus you can take some indicator home and keep on testing;  Push Me, Pull You - Discover how to launch rockets and move mountains with just a little air;  Slime - Slime, glorious slime… - But is it a solid or a liquid? Make your own and find out;  Kite Design - Overcome the forces of gravity and build your own stunt kite;  Let's go to the Movies - We dive into the world of animation. Thaumatropes, Zoetropes, Kinetropes… more tropes than you can point a stick at. And you get to take them home;  Safe Landing - Helicopters, rockets - this is science from the sky. We'll have our home-made parachutes but will Eddie the Egg be so lucky; Tube Tubas - Join the Mother Nature band and make your own tuba while picking up some (good) vibrations;  Wacky Races - Are you as smart as Isaac Newton? Build a rocket car and find out as you investigate his laws of motion; 

Tennis - Tennis To You will run a comprehensive, all-year round, coaching programme.  Rokeby’s Coach Alexandra Morgan is a former British player who held a top 3 British ranking. She is now a full time tennis coach with both the LTA and PTR Professional level qualification.  The aim, over the course of each term, is to cover and develop all aspects of the game, developing a variety of shots from a technical point of view as well as exploring the tactics of the game. The children receive expert tuition on a weekly basis by an experienced and qualified coach The sessions are designed for all abilities.  It’s essential that the boys have fun while learning so all sessions are always full of energy and enthusiasm provided by a dedicated, reliable and committed tennis coach.  
In order to assist your planning, those activities which are by invitation only are highlighted on the outline in Red.  This information will hopefully allow you to see the bigger picture and plan accordingly.  You will also note that there have been some changes in After-School Training days, in order to accommodate the Drama Production Rehearsals.  These have been highlighted in Blue.
